W ith sixteen stands in the Exhibition Area 
and  two  very  we l l  de l i ve red  

presentations in the morning it left only the 
question and answer sessions before lunch to 
complete a morning that was entertaining and 
informative whilst also being inspirational. 
 

The afternoon workshops generated much  
discussion with the need for continuation of 
the current project identified. Along with the  
Cultural Newsletter being particularly noted, 
there was also clear evidence for the creation 
of a KCF website with information pages and 
links with groups, organisations and  
individuals who are culturally active in the  
Kintyre area.   
 

The workshops in the afternoon started with a 
look at the possible need/demand for an Arts/
Cultural Centre in Campbeltown. This subject 
prompted the most discussion over the day 
with the focus initially being on the need for  
office space coming through loud and clear.  
As more of the attendees contributed to the 
discussion it became evident that further  
research in the form of an audit would be re-
quired to gauge the support for a Centre and 
also the requirements of all interested parties. 
 

The outcome of the workshop was the  

decision to source funding to conduct an audit 
of relevant parties who could also form a  
representation of stakeholders to go on a  
fact-finding mission to recommended Arts &  
Cultural Centres in Scotland.  The aim is to 
see examples of how these facilities are  
designed and run elsewhere. 
 

The KCF Website was next on the agenda 
and demand was evident again with calls for 
information pages with an online ticketing  
facility, a private forum and an on-line Events 
Calendar. 
 

With time running out Kay Johnston delivered 
an overview of various career opportunities 
from a cultural perspective and handed out 
information leaflets to attendees.  
 

It was also agreed to hold follow up Focus 
meetings in the New Year on specific topics,  
i.e. Arts / Cultural Centre and KCF Web site to 
keep the momentum going. 
Deirdre Henderson, Chair of KCF thanked 
everyone who attended from Kintyre and  
further afield and gave special thanks to the  
Heritage Centre for providing not only an  
excellent venue for the occasion but also for 
providing such an excellent buffet at lunchtime 
which was enjoyed by all.   

The unmistakeably stylistic voice and guitar of Ross Kennedy has been a constant source of  
inspiration and fascination for me on the international traditional circuit for many years.  Ross con-
solidates all of this and more on this heartfelt and sincere album “Scottish Voice and Acoustic Guitar” 
 

It’s no surprise that he launches his first solo album with Burns poetry “The Tarbolton Lassie’s”, with 
the chorus composed by himself.  This is a speciality of Ross’s with delightful and authentic  
results.  “The Brides Reel and Little Donald’s Wife” demonstrate Ross’s ability to deliver on a  
technical level on guitar, alongside natural and experienced arrangements which are evident 
throughout the whole CD.  The inclusion of “Sandwood down to Kyle” as a song that Ross “never got 
round to performing” illustrates one of the many pearls that this album holds for the listener. 
 

Pointers to Ross’s ‘Traditional’ journey are peppered throughout with references to fellow musicians and singers including periods of 
social history, which are essential for the traditional musician.  Fiddle, pipes, whistles, guitar and bouzouki are cleverly arranged to 
highlight Ross’s vocal ability, while supporting the driving tune sets.   
 

It is a real pleasure to spend time listening to a variety of songs and tunes including the self penned “The flower o’ them aw” to the  
traditional “The Birken Tree” and “Peggy Bann”.  Ross sparkles in “The Shipyard Apprentice”, he has invested in this type of work  
staying close to his Clydebank upbringing.  From this you can detect an eclectic and insatiable ability to collect and arrange songs and 
tunes which result in the interesting and thoughtful choices on this album, which is released on the Greentrax label. 
 

With a musical line up of four respected musicians and Ross producing it is testament to his musical knowledge and ability to  
communicate beautiful, thoughtful compositions with honesty and skill, always passing on the tradition. 
 

Put this on your Christmas list.

Kay Johnston (Argyll FM Folk Show) 
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T HE CULTURAL SEMINAR, which 
took place on Thursday September 

27th in the Campbeltown Heritage  
Centre proved to be a tremendous  
success with attendees coming from 
Argyll and Bute wide to take part.  Run 
by the Kintyre Cultural Forum (KCF) the 
event achieved many of its goals by 
finding out what members of the Forum 
and people who are culturally active in 
the Kintyre area would like from the KCF 
in the future. 

The agreed outcomes were that the  
proposed KCF website, the continuation 
of the Events Newsletter, the setting up 
follow on focus meetings and the  
opening of an office/information outlet 
should be part of the future plans.  The 
“Hot Topic” of the day was the question 
of whether there was support for an 
Arts/Cultural Centre in Campbeltown 
with the afternoon workshops being 
dominated by the discussion on this

workshops and training form the 
main basis of work which is primarily in 
the Highlands and Islands. The company 
runs from two converted nissen huts on 
the Evanton Industrial estate and has a 
rehearsal space, film studio and set, and 
costume / prop making workshops. 
 

Recent work includes the media  
component for the Gaelic St Kilda  
Opera in Stornoway, and five  
community films for Timespan`s 
(Helmsdale) `Virtual and Real  
Storyteller` project and many more 
projects.  They have also been  
commissioned to work with the Six Cities 
Design, Tartan Heart & Loopallu  
Festivals. 
 

Prey is run by Argyll and Bute Council 
and is a follow up to the successful Ghost 
project (see issue 2 for review) which was 
run earlier this year. 

O n Nov 10th the Eagle will land  
outside the Aqualibrium in Camp-

beltown. The fifteen foot high steel eagle 
is swooping down about to catch its prey 
and the prey is  …. anyone passing by!   
 

Passers by are invited to enact their last 
few seconds before the eagle makes 
contact. There is a camera in the eye of 
the Eagle which captures these last few 
moments of drama. 
 

Later that evening all of the video  
sequences are mixed with footage of 
sea, cliffs, waves and sky and drawings 
from school pupils from around Kintyre 
and projected onto the walls of the 
Aqualibrium. 
 

The project also involves storytelling  
sessions in Campbeltown Primary 
Schools in October on tales and myths 
of eagles from around the world with 
Argyll storyteller, Patsy Dyer.  
 

The Eagle will be collecting footage from 
11am - 4pm and will be projecting from 
6pm - 9pm on Saturday 10th November. 
 

The event is presented by Arts in Motion 
a multi arts company based in Evanton, 
Ross-shire who specialise in the use of 
new technology and media with a wide 
range of art forms particularly the 
performance and public arts.
